“Discover Your World” Geography Competition 2011
at the INTERNATIONAL HERITAGE CELEBRATION

Baton Rouge River Center and River Road
The Rules:
     1.   Pre-Registration: Register early. Download registration form at www.brcwa.com. 
2. Registration:  11:30 AM – 12:00 NOON
a. On festival grounds, at designated table in front of River Center entrance on River Road
b. A limit of 50 participants will be accepted from each of the following age groups (Total 200 participants):

5-7 years old

8-10 years old

11-13 years old

14-18 years old

* First come, first served basis

c. Participants register and receive name tags plus one passport.

2. Passport Country Stamps: 12:00 – 1:00 PM
a. Participants travel to each country in the World Village to receive a country passport stamp before beginning the “Geography” section of the competition.

b. NOTE: If participants finish early, they may move on to the next step of the competition, BUT all participants must have completed their passport with country stamps by 1:00 PM or they will be disqualified. 

3. Geography Competition: 1:00 – 2:00 PM
a. Participants return completed passport to Geography Competition Information Desk to be counted. They then go to their age group’s colored table inside the World Village to receive further instructions.

b. At their age-group table participants are given a question/instruction sheet with five assigned countries.

c. Participants travel to each of the five countries on their list in the order indicated.

d. At each country, participants answer the questions on their question sheet.

4. Finish: 2:00 PM
a. Once participants have visited their assigned countries and answered the questions on their question sheet, they return the sheet to their age-group table. This must be done by 2:00 PM or the participant will be disqualified. Here they will receive their passport back.

5.   Participants march in Parade of Nations: 3:00 PM
6.  Announcement of Winners at International Music Stage: 3:30 PM 
      (after Parade of Nations)
a. One winner from each age group: the participant who has the highest number of passport stamps and correctly-answered geography competition questions.

b.  Tie-breaker (if needed): Mayor Melvin “Kip” Holden randomly picks one of the tied-participants’ nametags from their age-group container and announces the winner in each category.

c. Each winner joins the Mayor on the stage to receive his/her medal and prize.

d. All contestants are then asked to assemble on the stage for a group photograph with Mayor Holden.
